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THE ARMAN:  NEW RESIDENTIAL CONDOMINIUM ON THE SITE OF THE RENOWNED SCULPTOR’S WEST SOHO STUDIO
New York, N.Y (January __, 2012) – THE ARMAN, located at 482 Greenwich Street in West Soho, is an eight-unit condominium under construction on the site of what was previously the outdoor sculpture studio of world-renowned French born artist, Arman. It is being developed as a joint venture between Arman’s Estate and the Magnum Real Estate Group.
Designed by Karl Fischer Architect in a style contextual to the neighborhood, THE ARMAN’s exterior design features an imposing Oyster Bay brick façade with large, dark bronze aluminum framed windows with mullions and an Absolute black honed granite base.  
With interior architecture by Thomas Hickey and Edward Yedid of Grade Architecture + Interior Design, THE ARMAN features full floor units approximately 2,470 sf in size with over 70 feet of south-facing windows and almost 130 ft of frontage that provides exceptional light and magnificent exposure over the Hudson River and downtown Manhattan. Each home is accessed by a private elevator that opens into its own vestibule.  All have 3 bedrooms, 3 bathrooms plus a powder room, a large living room with a Hearth Cabinet vent-less fireplace and Juliette balcony and a splendidly proportioned kitchen. A magnificent 2,200 sf duplex penthouse with almost 2,000 sf of multiple terraces crowns the building.
A superb level of attention to gracious modern living has been paid to each home.  Ceiling heights are just shy of 11 feet, gleaming 4” rift and quartered solid white oak floors and kitchens crafted with hand-finished, cerused white oak cabinetry with Calacatta Vagli marble countertops and backsplashes.  Appliances include a Sub Zero refrigerator and wine cooler, and Miele vented cooktop, ovens and integrated dishwasher. Each room has individually controlled ducted systems that provide heating and cooling with supplemental baseboard heating. 
Generously proportioned master bedrooms with large walk-in closets feature en-suite bathrooms with heated silver travertine marble floors and walls, customGrade-designed cerused oak cabinetry, Hansgrohe faucets, Toto toilet and Steamist steam shower. The two additional bedrooms have en suite bathrooms as well. Services in the building include an attended lobby, a 2nd floor workout room with a view, a supplementary laundry room, bike storage and a common roof deck.
Arman, the French born artist, is best known for his "accumulations" and destruction/re-composition of objects in the Nouveau Realisme movement. He moved to New York in 1961 and began work on large public sculptures whose content included tools, watches, clocks, furniture, automobile parts, jewelry, and musical instruments. The strings and bronze of musical instruments specifically became a major signature of his work.  In tribute to his legacy, THE ARMAN will feature a major 3 story site-specific sculpture on the south façade of the building.

THE ARMAN is nestled at the crossroads of West Soho, Tribeca and the Hudson River, a discretely positioned neighborhood known for architecturally significant buildings from major contemporary architects. Phillip Johnson, Annabelle Selldorf, Winka Dubbeldam and Gary Handel are all represented. It is convenient to the Hudson River Park, Tribeca and Soho’s incomparable retail and restaurant mix and offers easy access to public transportation. 

THE ARMAN is scheduled for Fall 2012 occupancy. Residences range in price from approximately $3.9million to $6 million and benefit from a 421-a real estate tax abatement.
